


Jesus says, “Follow me.”
Matthew 4:18-22; Mark 1:16-20; Luke 5:1-11; John 1:40-42

Peter and Andrew liked to fish. They went fishing every day. Fishing
was how they earned money.

One day Jesus came to the Sea of Galilee where they were fishing.
Many people wanted to hear Jesus teach. The people kept crowding
around Him, trying to get closer. Jesus got into Peter and Andrew'’s
boat.
