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“I can’t live without my phone!” This was the re-
sponse when one of our students found out that cell
phone use was prohibited at retreat. We wonder why
we go to retreat and get that “spiritual high” and then a
few weeks after retreat, that feeling is gone. When we
are at retreat, we are surrounded by people, we are wor-
shipping God, we are studying His Word, talking about
His Word in small groups, and away from technology,
school, extracurriculars, and other things that tend to
compete with our relationship with God. When we go to
retreat, we try to eliminate those distractions so we can
focus. However, when we get back from retreat, even
on the bus, the temptation of our phones and technology
are real and often overwhelming.

Technology Driven Lives

We are no longer in the world of 56K modems and
Xanga. Finsta, Snaps, YouTube, and memes are a part
of everyday life now, and soon, even those will be ob-
solete. The days when we used to have our friends’
phone numbers memorized are long gone because they
are now stored in the cloud and accessible on any of
our linked devices. We no longer need to carry around
our personal phone book, a pen and paper, flashlights,
or even a camera because our phones have taken over
these tasks. Which is great! Smart phones have greatly
helped us to be more efficient, well connected, and doc-
umented as a society. However, they have also brought
in a whole plethora of issues.

According to a study done by Common Sense Media
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in 2016, 50% of teens 12-18 feel like they are addicted
to their phones. And 78% of teens check their phones
at least once every hour. The average teen logs about
eight hours and 56 minutes on entertainment media per
day, excluding the time they spend at school or doing
homework. However, this is not just something teens
struggle with, but adults as well. So it begs the question,
what are our phones doing to us as a church?

For parents, I think there is definitely space to talk
about boundaries with phone use or even access to sites
that require a credit card. Our 6th graders have access to
the full lineup of steamy Netflix movies anywhere they
go because it’s on their phones. But the problem goes
far beyond boundaries. The answer isn’t to ban phone
use, or flush our phones so that we won’t be tempted by
them. Phones can be great assets in terms of commu-
nication, information distribution, or even figuring out
tip at a restaurant. The problem isn’t the phone itself.
It’s a heart issue, and we need to get to the root of the
problem. We are a society that seeks instant gratifica-
tion. We seek distraction from the stresses of our own
lives. We seek affirmation in the form of “likes” from
people. And ultimately, when we let our phone control
us, it becomes an idol that draws us away from Christ.

If we gave our teens a dialup connection, they would
be so frustrated, and we as adults, would likely be just
as, if not more so, annoyed. We, as a society, have a
desire for instant gratification that is seemingly being
honed in by electronics. We don’t even have to go to
our phones anymore, we can just ask Alexa questions,
and she’ll give us the answer right away. Growing in the
fruit of patience and waiting on God are harder concepts
to grasp now. We are so used to having everything at our
fingertips that when God doesn’t answer right away or
answers in a different way, we get frustrated.

Being able to connect with people right away has
ironically made people feel more isolated and lonely.
Our phones give us an easy out to avoid having to con-
nect with people around us. It is an all-too-familiar site
to walk into a room of youth who are sitting next to each
other but all staring at their cell phones. This happens
with adults too. We feel awkward or insecure, and it’s
easy to stare at a phone and look occupied to avoid hav-
ing those awkward moments. However, what we don’t
realize, is that when we do this, we miss out on mo-
ments of fellowship. We miss out on face to face inter-
action that the body of Christ is meant to have together

in fellowship.

The double tap is all too familiar as we watch as our
teens scroll and like every picture in their feed from their
online community. I’'m even hesitant to say “friends”
because I doubt that those whom they “like" or "follow”
are actually their friends. But in actuality, our teens are
sometimes sharing more with their online community
than they are with those in person, and find their valida-
tion and worth in how “liked” they are instead of find-
ing their identity in Christ. FOMO (fear of missing out)
has become a prevalent thing because we see what our
friends are doing (sometimes live!), what they’re eating,
and where they’re vacationing. And covetousness takes
over. In dealing with the stresses of life, it’s often also
easier to get lost in the world of social media and video
games than to deal with the problems head on. We’ve
allowed these things to be a crutch instead of approach-
ing God at His throne of grace and laying these fears

and stresses before Him.

We need to move away from being dependent on our
phones, to allow them to enable us to walk closer with
God. Our satisfaction shouldn’t be found in how many
likes we get or how many followers/friends we have,
but in the One who gives true satisfaction and joy. We
need to be engaging in conversations with our kids and
dialoguing (not monologuing) with them about worth,
identity, communication, fellowship, and idolatry. And
we, as adults need to also set an example for our teens.
If we, ourselves, as adults are slaves to our devices, this
is what our teens see and learn. How much time are we
spending on WeChat, Netflix, or Facebook? How much
of it is pointing towards Christ, or how much of'it is dis-
tracting us from Christ? We want to be able to use our
technology in a way that edifies and builds each other
up as a church body, and as we navigate these waters
together, we need to figure out for ourselves how our
phones are affecting us as a church B8

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Coming Home

— Jesus’ Parables on Luke’s Accounts

At Christmas we celebrate Jesus’ coming to the
world to die on the Cross to save us. His parables “Lost
Sheep, Lost Coin, and Lost Son” in Physician Luke’s
accounts, expressed the Heavenly Father’s desire for
the lost world to come home. My attempt is to share it
in Q&A format with two testimonies attached.

Lord Receives Sinners

Physician Luke depicted: tax collectors and the sin-
ners alike gathered around Jesus to hear Him. But the
Pharisees despised that Jesus welcomed sinners; even
had meals with them.

Q: Why did the tax collectors and sinners gather
around Jesus?

A: Jesus received everyone. They were curious to
hear him and see who He was. The self-righteous Phari-
sees despised the tax collectors, who got rich by collect-
ing taxes for the Roman Empire, they despised pros-
titutes and the alike. In God’s eyes,“THERE IS NONE
RIGHTEOUS, NOT EVEN ONE”, “And all our righteous
deeds are like a filthy garment”. Jesus said in the Gos-
pels: “I have not come to call the righteous but sinners
to repentance.”* (1) How could we have high opinions
of ourselves and judge others? Should we not humble
ourselves to repent?

Left the 99 Bring Home the Lost One

In Luke’s account on the lost sheep Jesus asked, “sup-
pose one has a hundred sheep and loses one. Doesn’t he
leave the 99 and go after the lost until he finds it? And
when he finds it; he joyfully puts it on his shoulders and
goes home; and calls his neighbors ‘Rejoice with me; 1
have found my lost sheep.”Jesus said in the same way,
more rejoicing in Heaven over one repent sinner than
over 99 righteous ones.

Q: Why does he leave the 99 and go after the lost one
until he finds it?

A: One sheep lost means a sinner has gone astray.
The Good Shepherd, seeing one lost, leaves the 99 and
goes out to find the one and joyfully puts it on his shoul-
ders and goes home. Jesus has great love and power
to save the lost one and rejoices at his repentance. The
lost one has been found and returned for protection and
peace. Jesus said: “I shall lose none of all that He has
given me, but raise them up on the last day.” (John 6:39)
No one seeks God; but he seeks to save the lost. The 99
represent the righteous persons with no need to repent.

Light the Lamp Search for the Lost Carefully

In the parable of the lost coin, Jesus said, “A woman
has ten coins on her forehead and loses one. Does she
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not light a lamp to sweep the floor, and search care-
fully until she finds it? When she finds it, she calls her
friends, saying ‘Rejoice with me; I have found my lost
coin.” In the same way, there is rejoicing in the Heaven
over one sinner who repents.”

Q: What does “searching carefully until finds it”
mean?

A: “Since you are precious and honored in My sight,
I'love you.” says the Lord. (Isaiah 43:4) Jewish women
put coins on the forehead as a token of love. The lost
coin on the floor in the dust symbolizes a sinner went
astray. ‘Light a lamp’ says the Holy Spirit who shed
the light: ‘Searching carefully’means the Spirit works
through every aspect to persistently touch one’s heart.
“Because of the tender mercy of our God, with which
the Sunrise from on high will visit us. TO SHINE UPON
THOSE WHO SIT IN DARKNESS AND THE SHADOW
OF DEATH. To guide our feet into the way of peace”
(Luke 1:78-79).

In mourning prayers for decades, Sister
Hong really understood “searching care-
fully”. “The mourner will be comforted”. Her
maiden family came to faith recently. Her testi-
mony is as follows.

I was born in the Fujian Mountain area. As the first
Jesus-believer in my family, I was eager to spread the
gospel to relatives. Father went to a Church school,
influenced by an American missionary. He labored his
whole life due to the political changes in 1949. He was
saved in 2005 and rested in Heaven in 2006. At his pass-
ing, sisters witnessed God’s protection for him in Cul-
tural Revolution. God is faithful though we are of little
faith. Previously father claimed he would believe, if I
won the first place in class, which I did. Father did not
keep his words, but mother was saved as a result. Moth-
er was an orphan, and was told she would die before age
50 by a fortuneteller; but she is now in good health at
age 81. My sister was called by my son to Church and
was saved. Before that she spent a thousand RMB with
a fortuneteller to change her name without gaining any
peace. In 2004, God healed her Cirrhosis in a vision by
a youth in white. She has been well since. She joined a
family Church in 2015, was baptized in 2017, and raised
orphans, who were later adopted by American families.

My brother and his wife spoiled their only son. My
nephew had friends in the wrong crowd, and still lives
in rehab center for drug addicts. His house was ruined
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by a robbery; his mother borrowed money to cover his
gambling and lost 10,000 Yuan overnight. His father
often got drunk. They rejected the gospel, saying they
are “not in the mood”. They asked, “Do you want me
to believe? Then, give me 200,000. Yuan!” I cried to
God, beating my chest and mourning for decades. I con-
fessed the sin of accusing them in prayer of having no
true love. I prayed more for my brother and nephew,
but seldom for my sister-in-law. The Holy Spirit shed
the light on me to love her, so I did and helped her in
both labor and finance. I suffered much pain in tears that
was beyond expression. Some sisters asked me to give
up, saying “Grace is not cheap.” But I refused to listen
because | knew very well that Jericho collapsed merely
by the beltway shouting. Recently, however God did
wonders, when my sister was helpless and brought by
the creditor to the court. I asked a lawyer in Church to
help, and she won the case. Her heart was softened and
she turned to God. The same day, her husband’s heart in
Hainan was free from bondage and he was saved too.
In ten days they visited their son, studied the Bible and
prayed mornings and evenings, full of joy as never be-
fore.

Father Welcome the Prodigal Son;
Plead the Older Son to Join the Feast

In the parable of the prodigal son, Jesus said, “A man
had two sons. The younger son asked him, ‘Give me
my share in your will.” The man divided his property
between the two sons. The younger son got all he had,
set off afar, and spent everything he had in wild living.
Then severe famine hit, he was hungry and was hired
to feed pigs. Longing to fill his stomach with pig food,
but to no avail. Under stress, he came to his senses.
He thought, ‘How many hired men my father has with
food to spare and here I am starving to death! I will
go home and say, ‘Father, I have sinned against heaven
and against you, no longer am I worthy to be your son;
make me a hired man!” So he went to his father. While
still a long way off, his father saw him and was filled
with compassion for the lost son, ran to him, threw his
arms around him, receiving him with hugs and kisses.
The son said: ‘Father, I have sinned against Heaven and
against you, I am no longer worthy to be called your
son.” But his father said to his servants ‘Quick! Bring
the best robe to put on him. Put a ring on his figure and
sandals on his feet. Kill the fattened calf for the feast
and celebrate. For this son of mine was dead and is alive



again; he was lost and now is found”.

The older son came from the field, heard the mu-
sic at home, and called a servant asking “What’s going
on?” He replied, “Your brother is home and your father
killed the fattened calf for he’s back, safe and sound.”
The older son became angry and refused to come in.
His father went out to plead with him. But the son said,
“Look! All these years I’ve been slaving for you. Yet
you never gave me even a little goat to have a party
with my friends. But this son of yours came home after
wasting your property on prostitutes; yet you kill the
fattened calf for him!”The father comforted him, “My
son, you are always with me and everything of mine is
yours. Let’s celebrate for your brother came home from
dead to life again; he was lost and now is found.”

QO: The older brother became angry at the father. Is
the son also lost at home?

A: The younger son lost his mind in the first place
and had no love for his father and home. He demanded
to divide his father’s property when his father was still
alive. He went afar to live a wild life and wasted all
he inherited. In famine, he tasted the horrible fruits of
sins and woke up to go home. He knew he made aw-
ful mistakes and was willing to labor and make them
up as a hired man. He has never realized his father’s
compassion for him, nor did he expect to be restored to
his honorable position as a son. The prodigal son has
risen from the dead as the lost are found. But the older
son became angry and refuse to partake in the feast,
and wanted nothing to do with grace. The self-righteous
brother condemned the lost one, and was upset at his fa-
ther’s forgiveness and generosity. Though this hurt the
father, he still loved the older son as ever. The father
went out to plead with him and endured his angry com-
plaints. I sobbed when reading how the father called the
older brother,”My son!”How much the father did love
him as well!

The son who has been at home began to feel
the same about his lost brother, so he repented
and was blessed. Sister Deen’s testimony is as
follows.

In 2010 My sister and I started seeking God. I prac-
ticed waiting for God; thinking it would get me close to
God faster. In fact, it did not go as expected. I sensed
that I did not truly love God nor have peace with God.
I'had been in darkness- judgmental, self-righteous, jeal-

ous and had a
heart of stone.
I felt a sense
of guilt inside
me. I did not
know it was
the Holy Spirit
who was shed-
ding the light
in me. [ felt
unclean and it
became unbearable. In great pain I craved to be rid of
uneasy feeling. I kept seeking God, but He seemed to
be hidden. I tried my best in my ministry, still [ had fear,
little faith, and was struggling with sinful temptation.

In 2011 I told Mrs. Chang: “Perhaps, I could not
catch up.” She said: “Deen, Let’s study the Bible.” 1
could not let her study with me alone. But she said, “I
am willing.” First she led the study of 2 Corinthians,
then Philippians, later on my sister joined us, and that
lasted over a year. It brought me back to God’s Word. I
often study the Bible in prayer. It made things clear to
me: In whom do I believe? What is His thought for me?
And I am a sinner saved by grace, relying on Christ’s
blood on the Cross, and sanctified by the Holy Spirit. In
prayer, I recalled my debt, relying on myself and not on
the Spirit. In God’s sight, I prayed and repented in tears.
It is like in Luke 15, our heavenly Father longs for our
return, He is full of merciful grace, kept no record of
my sins. He covered me and restored my honor as His
child, granting me glorious inheritance and a feast set
for me in Heaven.

The New Testament uses two different Greek words.
@IAia (philia) refers to brotherly concern and affection,
but the divinely powerful term @ydmrn (agape) signi-
fies supernatural sacrificial commitment to another’s
satisfaction, security, and development. The best way
to understand aydTrn is to see what it looks like in Je-
sus’ parable of the prodigal son. It describes a father’s
sacrificial love for his younger son, who is wayward,
naughty, unruly, errant, disobedient, strong-willed, un-
bending, rebellious, insubordinate and defiant; while
the older son is bad-tempered, irritable, picky and un-
predictable. When the son demanded an early inheri-
tance, the father did not deny the unthinkable request,
for he knew it would lead only to bitterness. Despite
the huge sacrifice in reputation and finance, he gave the
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son what he asked. And he waited patiently while the
prodigal son learned a difficult lesson, no doubt in a try-
ing time he wanted to protect his son from making seri-
ous mistakes and suffering the consequences. He also
knew, some hard truths must be learned through painful
experience. the best thing we could do is to trust in the
Lord to reach defiant hearts. But aydrn (agape) love
does not just let go, it also forgives and restores. When
the prodigal son returned home humbled and contrite,
his father reached out to receive him with open arms
and reinstalled him to the family- just as our Heavenly
Father does for us.

“Coming home, coming home, Never more to roam;
Open now his arms of loving Lord, I am coming home.”
This is Lord Jesus’ gentle calling. He calls us in His sur-
passing, sacrificing and enduring love. Behold, on the
cross, Jesus’ arms opened widely inviting all to come
home via His passion as the Lamb of God, taking away
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the sin of the world! He who has an ear, him hear! How
can we not to return, looking up at Him? We are truly
called God’s beloved children! We indeed belong to
Him. Let us quickly come to the Father, call Him from
heart deep down: “Our Heavenly Father, Abba Father!”
Father and child meet and recognize each other, love
for each other. Celebrate in heaven and on earth. How
joyful and happy!

Post-script. I drafted my reflection during Christmas
visit to my patient Liping Li and family, organized it
during the Advent, added sister’s sharing with the de-
votion following Rev. Stanley. I planned to submit on
Easter. Today it is printed in a rush for paying final re-
spect to Liping and to comfort her beloved daughter and
husband and brothers.
